PAPER SUBMISSION RULES FOR AUTHORS
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General requirements:

· Papers presenting original research should contain data that has never been published previously and is not currently under consideration for publication in any other medium. If your paper is similar to works previously published by you or other researchers, this must be indicated in your paper, and a discussion of preceding publications in the context of the data you have obtained must be included.

· Conflict of Interest. Authors shall disclose any existing conflicts of interest. 

· Copyright. By submitting the paper and the accompanying files (hereinafter referred to as the "Work") for publication in the journal, the author (as well as all authors of the Work, if it is co-authored) agrees that LLC "PROFILL-2S" is granted an exclusive and perpetual right to use the Work free of charge (an exclusive, perpetual and royalty-free licence) on the territory of Russia and other countries within the following limits and scope:

- to publish the Work in print and/or electronically, produce reprints of the Work, make the Work available on the Internet as paid content or open access, submit the metadata or the full text of the Work to various indexing databases and repositories;

- to reproduce the Work, that is, to manufacture one or more copies of the Work or a part of it in any material form, including audio or video recordings. In this case, the recording of the Work onto a digital medium, including recording into computer memory, is also considered to be reproduction;

- to distribute the Work by selling or otherwise alienating the original or copies of the Work;

- to publicly display the Work, that is, to demonstrate the original or a copy of the Work in any way directly or on a screen using film, slides, television frames or other technical means, as well as to demonstrate individual frames of the audiovisual work without observing their sequence, either directly or by technical means, in a place open to the public, or in a place where there is a significant number of people present who do not belong to the family circle, regardless of whether the Work is being perceived at the site of its demonstration or elsewhere simultaneously with the demonstration of the Work; 

- to import or export the Work or its parts for any legitimate purpose, either for a fee or free of charge, as well as the original or copies of the Work for distribution purposes;

- to translate or otherwise adapt the Work;

- to make the Work available to the public in such a way that any person can access the Work from any place and at any time of their choice (making it available to the public);

- to place the Work or its parts in various collections of similar works;

- to grant the rights stipulated in this article, in full or in part, to third parties (individuals and legal entities) either on a paid or a free of charge basis.

Author copies are not provided. 

· The text of the paper should be submitted in TeX format with a copy of the material provided in PDF format for reviewers.

· The structure of original papers should correspond to the IMRAD format (Introduction, Methods, Results, Discussion). Original papers should adhere to the following plan: an abstract and keywords in Russian, an abstract and keywords in English, an introduction reflecting the state of the issue at the time of writing; the aims and objectives of the investigation; materials and methods; results; discussion; conclusion either on a per-point basis or according to the authors' preference; information on financial support of the work, grants, acknowledgements; indicating possible conflicts of interest; a list of references.

Presenting the results and the discussion in the same section is not allowed.

The research methodology should be described very clearly so that it could be easily reproduced. 

· Review papers should be put together according to the same guidelines as original papers. It is desirable that the reviews comply with international recommendations for systematic literature search methods and standards. Abstracts of review papers should contain information on methods used to conduct literature search in databases. Detailed information regarding review compilation may be found in the PRISMA guide (Preferred Reporting Items for Systematic Reviews and Meta-Analyses), available at http://prisma-statement.org 
· Conventions.

The spelling of the names mentioned in the text should match that in the references.

The manuscript may be accompanied by a glossary of terms (obscure ones that might pose a difficulty to the reader). In addition to the generally accepted abbreviations of units of measurement, physical, chemical and mathematical quantities and terms, it is allowed to abbreviate phrases that are often repeated in the text. All alphabetic designations and abbreviations introduced by the author should be deciphered in the text when first mentioned. Abbreviations of common words are not allowed, even if they are often repeated. 

· Requirements for Figures.

Black and white line drawings: TIFF file format (*.tiff extension), any software that supports this format (Adobe PhotoShop, Adobe Illustrator, etc.); bitmap mode; 600 dpi (pixels per inch) resolution; compression acceptable, such as LZW. The text in the figures should be clear.

· Captions to figures and photos.

Figure and photo captions are grouped together and given on a separate page. Each figure should be provided with a common heading and a key to all abbreviations. Captions to plots should include axis designations and indicate units of measurement, as well as legends for each curve. Captions to micrographs should state the methods used for staining and magnification.

· Table formatting.

If there is more than one table, they must be numbered at the top right position, their headings given below. Abbreviating words in tables is not allowed. All figures in the tables should correspond to the figures in the text. Tables may be provided in the text without putting them on separate pages.

· When names are mentioned in the text, it is desirable to provide their original spelling in brackets (with the exception of well-known ones, such as those familiar from textbooks, or if these names are cited in the references).

· When mentioning educational institutions, companies, branded products, etc., the original spelling should be given in brackets.

· Reference lists.

Citing your references correctly ensures that the publication cited will be taken into account when assessing research activity of its authors and the organizations they represent. In original papers, it is preferable not to cite more than 30 sources, in review papers the number of references should be limited to 60, while for lectures and other materials the limit is 15. Not only the seminal works but also papers published over the last 3-5 years should be cited. 

References are listed in the order that they are cited in. 

The number of the reference in the list is given in square brackets in the text of the paper.

Formal documents (Orders, State Standards such as GOSTs, Health Regulations, Methodological Guidelines, Regulations, Resolutions, Sanitary and Epidemiological Rules, Standards, Federal Laws) should be indicated in footnotes rather than cited.

Citing unpublished works is not permitted.

· As per the requirements of international citation management systems, reference lists are included in the English-language section of the paper and, accordingly, should be given not only in the original language, but also in Latin script (Roman alphabet), see Formatting the list of references.

· The article must include (mandatory components):

1. Universal Decimal Code (Please leave this section unchanged in the sample. Our editors will take care of it)
RUSSIAN LANGUAGE section (Please leave this section unchanged in the sample. Our editors will take care of it)

2. THE TITLE OF THE PAPER in Russian (Please leave this section unchanged in the sample. Our editors will take care of it)
The title of the paper should comprehensively describe the subject and the topic of the article, reflecting the primary aim (the issue) as set by the author to ensure the most indepth treatment of the topic. 

3. Copyright mark (©), publication year, authors (initials and last names) 

(Please leave this section unchanged in the sample. Our editors will take care of it)

4. Last name(s) and initials of the author(s) in Russian (Please leave this section unchanged in the sample. Our editors will take care of it)
5. Author affiliation in Russian (Please leave this section unchanged in the sample. Our editors will take care of it)
6. Information about the authors in Russian (Please leave this section unchanged in the sample. Our editors will take care of it)
7. Abstract in Russian (Please leave this section unchanged in the sample. Our editors will take care of it)
8. 3...5 keywords in Russian (Please leave this section unchanged in the sample. Our editors will take care of it)
best representing the content of the work (keywords should be separated by a semicolon)

9. PACS - The PACS Topic Index was developed by the American Institute of Physics and is used to identify fields and sub-fields of physics and astronomy.

Not to be confused with PACS (Picture Archiving and Communication System)!

ENGLISH LANGUAGE SECTION

10. TITLE OF THE PAPER in English

11. Last name(s) and initials of the author(s) in English

12. Author affiliation in English

indicating all authors' workplaces where the investigations were performed

(permanent workplace, project execution site, etc.) with full addresses (department, organization, postal code, city, country).

E-mail addresses of each author of the paper should be provided.

13. Paper abstract in English

Abstracts should be:

– informative (must not contain weasel words);

– profound (must reflect the main idea of the paper and investigation results);

– structured (should follow the logic used in the paper);

– concise, but not too short (200 to 250 words)

14. Keywords in English 

15. Information about the authors in English

Full legal names of ALL authors in the nominative case.

Information about the authors should include: positions, titles, workplaces (institution, postal code, address, city, country) (in more detail than at the beginning of the paper); an author's contribution to the paper may be indicated at the end of the article or in the subscript (optional)

Full name, position, academic degree, title and e-mail address.
